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If Thou dost not speak to warn the wicked . . fn‘s blood will I require at thine hand.

Ezwkial 33:8
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Study this picture carefully. There is much more
in it than words can tell. It has a two-fold purpose.
If vou are a sinner, as represented by those speeding
down the highway in their car, vou had better put on
the brakes and stop. Death, judgment, and hell are
just ahead. If you are a Christian—whether Preacher,
Sunday School Superintendent, Sunday School
Teacher, or Christian Layman, it is your duty to
warn the unsaved of God’s Judgment. You are your
brother’s keeper. Read Genesis 4:9-11 and Ezekiel
33:8. You are the watchman and it is your duty to
put up the stop sign of danger! Ask vourself, “Am
[ like this man sleeping on the job? WATCHMAN
YOU HAD BETTER WAKE UP!

Sinner, vou have now been warned, and [ don’t
want you or anyone else to point their finger at me
on that Day of Judgment and say, “Why didn’t you
warn me?”

If you miss HEAVEN, it would have been better
vou had never been born,

Jesus said, “Come wnmio me, all yve that Tabour
and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take
my voke upon vou, and fearn of me; for 1 am meek
and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your
sowls. For my voke is easy, and my burden is light ™
(Matthew 11:28-30),
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
